From Reading - Leave Reading heading East on the A4, uphill on the dual
carriageway from the A329M towards Shepherds Hill Roundabout. At the
roundabout (large BP petrol station) carry on along the A4 towards
Maidenhead for approximately 300 metres and take the left turn into
Sonning Lane (B4446).



From Maidenhead - Head towards Reading on the A4. After crossing the
Loddon (Loddon Drive) at Charvil, carry on along the A4 at the roundabout
(Wee Waif pub on left). At the following roundabout continue straight on
along the A4 and after approximately 200 metres, take the first right hand
turn into Sonning Lane (B4446).

Sonning Lane: Look out for the sign on the right for Recycling and
Reading Rugby Club, pointing to the LEFT turn, into Holme Park Farm Lane.
Take that turn and then turn right shortly into the drive, signed Rugby
Football Club. Follow the road round the left bend.
